After reading the story...

. Act out opposites! Choose some opposites
from the book or make up your own. You can
act out one opposite and your child either has
to guess what the opposite is or act it out.
This is not only exposing your child to
language, but getting the meaning of these
words into their bodies! As your child gets the
hang of it, let your child be the first to act out
a word and you have to guess and act out the
opposite.
